Gibson (Gib) Hufstader has had an honorable career with Corvette that spans over 45 years, involving
him with the Grand Sport, AeroVette, Twin Turbo LT5 and many other facets of Corvette. Now a GM
Engineering Retiree, he started at Chevrolet in the early 50's, and began working as a development
engineer for Chevrolet R & D. In 1960 Hufstader worked to help make the
clutch for the 427 mystery engine Daytona raceengine a reality. He is also
responsible for 7United States patents that include the electric air pump, cog
wheel belt disc drive and the arrangement of two rotor engines with trans axle
and accy drive.

Hufstader worked with Zora Duntov as a design release engineer for chassis,
which also included vake development for the racing brake package. ﬂ
Hufstader's accomplishments also include designing the initial engine package § &
for the twin turbo, packaging of the ZR-1 engine, and was the force in building
light weight cars for drag racing exhibitions at the longlead press event in
1968. As an amateur race driver in the Corvette production group, Hufstader
used knowledge gained to work up a "exchange program” with other racers.

James "Jim" Jeffords
(2002 Induction)

Corvette Hall of Fame Inductee, James "Jim" Jeffords was a twotime National Driving Champion,
recognized for his exciting racing mark in legendary race cars and automobiles such as the Nickey
Chevrolet's "Purple People Eater", and Chevrolet powered specials like Jerry Earl's SR, the Scaab,

and the Maserrati Birdcage. Jeffords maintained a racing career that began almost 50 years ago. He
appeared in the very first Road America race at Elkhart Lake in September 1955, and finished 2nd in C
production in a Jaguar. His spectacular early succes earned him his first ride in a Corvette in May of
1956 at Road America. Over the next 5 years, Jim maintained a close association with Corvette
competing first in the World Championship race in Caracas, Venezula and then ending the season at
Nassau Spea Week in December of 1956. Jim began the 1957 season at Sebring, Florida, as a driver on
the Chevrolet Corvette Racing Team. Due mainly to a very successful season driving both factory
modified and production Corvettes, Jim was invited to help form a Corette
race team for Chicago based Nickey Chevrolet in 1958. Jeffords was virtually
unbeatable as he easily took the titles in 1958 and 1959 in the Nickey
Chevrolet "Purple People Eater" Corvette.

In February of 1960, Jefford's driving skill and reputation landed him behind
the wheel in the first race ever for the Camoradi Corvette, the World Sports
Car Championship - Camoradi USA. Jeffords drove it to a 1st place in the
Grand Premio de la Habana in February of 1960, and followed it with an 8th
overall (1stGT) in the Grand Premio de la Cuba on February 27th. This
would be the only sports car meet open to other nations ever allowed in Cubt
under Castro's rule. Jeffords pioneered the use of the fuéhjected and RPO
684 as bulletproof racing machines. He wasaong a handful of race car
drivers to have successfully campaigned and dominated the early SCCA "B" Production Class. Since
1958, Jeffords has served on the Board of Directors at Road America.

C5: There are two different types of C5 pressure sensors. The firstrsgors were installed
on 19972000 models. The later sensors are featured on 262004 models. Note that these
two types of sensors ar&lOT interchangeable.

When the car is in stationary mode, the roll switches only transmit once per hour in order
to savebattery life. The car must be driven in order to take the sensors out of stationary
mode. Once the wheel is rotating, the roll switches are activated and the sensor transmits
once per minute.

Reprogramming the sensors requires a strong (preferably-shapedor circular) magnet.

1. Turn the key to the ON position but do not start the car.

You have approxi mately 45 seconds to trai
