Corvette had its first all aluminum engine 

in 1969 as the ZL-1. It was not the first 

GM automobile to do so, however, being 

beaten by the Corvair in 1960 and the 

Buick 215 V8. 

Only two 1969 Corvettes were sold with 

the ZL-1 all aluminum 427 engine, making 

them one of the rarest collector Corvettes 

of all time. $4,718.35 the additional cost of 

the ZL-1 engine option. 

In 1969, the ignition lock was moved from 

the dash to the steering column. It would 

remain there until 1997 when it was 

returned to the dash. 

The "Sting Ray name" that was not used 

in the 1968 models was used in 1969, but 

as one word "stingray".
