Several new laws took effect on July 1 of interest to California 

motorists: 

Changes in DMV Laws and Procedures 
 

Unmasking the truth: Repeat offenders will get noticed  

If you think you're going to escape that second red light or 

speeding ticket you just received in the mail by going to Traffic 

Violator School (TVS), you better think again. As of July 1, 

motorists will only be able to attend TVS and "mask" a traffic 

conviction once every 18 months. Second convictions will show on 

your record and therefore will not be eligible for traffic school. 

Under the old law, when convictions were stamped "dismissed," it 

was equivalent to a verdict of "not guilty," so it appeared as 

though there were no violations. The new law prevents frequent 

offenders from being able to use this loophole as a way to 

repeatedly attend TVS. 

 

No longer the exception: Push-to-talk phones 

In 2008, all California drivers were banned from talking on a 

mobile phone without a hands-free device while driving. There was 

an exception for push-to-talk phones operated by drivers of 

commercials trucks, certain farm equipment or similar vehicles. 

That exception expired on July 1 and drivers using push-to-talk 

phones will be subject to the same penalties as regular mobile 

phone users, which include a $20 fine for the first offense and a $50 

fine for each subsequent offense.

 OVER THE RIVER AND THRU THE WOODS  

 
(A presentation of Straight Thru Tours)  

 
The August 20, 2011 Mystery Lunch Run left the Friant and Fresno Sts parking lot at 10:00 AM on a 
beautiful morning in a caravan of 19 cars. We headed north over the river into Madera County following 
Hwy 41 to the North Fork turnoff. There was a slight delay as we waited for the convoy to regroup before 
heading off to North Fork. As we turned towards Bass Lake, Iôm sure that some were thinking that we 
might be going to Duceyôs or some other Bass Lake eatery for lunch. As we neared the turn for the Bass 
Lake Village (where all of the eateries are) we instead turned right. . . .yup, right, as in up the mountain on 
Beasore Road.  
 
It was winding, it was steep, it was an altitude gain of 4000ô into the high sierra forest. Near the summit we 
paused to pull into a small parking lot for a potty stop; as we rounded the trees we found the parking lot 
full of pickups, offroad machines, and County Sheriff units.  
 
We had stumbled into a search and rescue practice session involving helicopter lifts, off-road trail 
navigation by GPS, and rock scaling for rescue. There must have been twenty volunteers and sheriffôs 
personnel there for the practice. With fortitude and perseverance we accomplished the purpose of the 
stop and continued into the forest towards Beasore Meadow.  
 
Just a short ways past Beasore, at the stone pillars, we found Grizzly Road. Grizzly Road meanders 
through the forest, over the ridge and down the other side into the Chiquita Creek drainage. Along the way 
we were treated to views of granite cliffs, domes, meadows, Redtop Mountain and part of the San Joaquin 
drainage. We passed the Chiquita Creek campground and climbed over the next ridge then down to 
Minarets Road. Grizzly Road was a 14-mile jaunt through the high sierra forest on a road that, in places, 
was only one car wide. At Minarets Road we again turned east, heading towards Mammoth Pool Road 
and our destination.  
 
The Corvette caravan arrived right on schedule at Wagnerôs Mammoth Pool Resort. We lined up all of the 
cars in front of Wagnerôs Store for a photo op and then headed inside for lunch, which was waiting for us.  
After lunch, we were treated to an historical narrative about the area, presented to us by Nelda Wagner. 
Her family has been running livestock in this area for well over a hundred years and has watched the 
development of the wagon trails into the area and eventually the roads which were built as a result of the 
WPA, timber companies, and development of the hydroelectric projects. In fact, the Wagner family has 
held a BLM lease for livestock grazing covering over 200 square miles in the high sierra since 1908. 
Unfortunately, we still had 2-1/2 hours of driving ahead of us; otherwise we could have listened to Neldaôs 
stories for the rest of the day.  
 
On our way out of the mountains, we stopped at the viewpoint at Mile High with its panoramic view of the 
upper San Joaquin River drainage. Several points of interest that fit in with the Wagner story were pointed 
out as were several landmarks seen during our travels on Grizzly Road. From Mile High, we headed out 
of the mountains, past the historic apple orchard that Nelda told us about, towards North Fork and the 
highway home.  
 
We wish to thank everyone who shared this unique trip with us, Allen Teixeira for keeping anyone from 
getting lost, and especially Nelda and Amy Wagner for making this day special.
